 A log seawall supported by vertical I-beams was constructed in the 1960s, which suggests this site had 
been susceptible to previous phases of storm wave erosion. The wall began failing at its south end during the winter storms of 

of 1997-98. Failure of the wall allowed storms waves to reach the dunes, causing them to erode progressively from south to north.

Storm wave action reached the campground and 
caused substantial damage during the winter storms of 

and restroom/shower building located along the ocean 
side of Loop A/B had to be abandoned and removed.

Between 12 and 15 picnic sites 
have been lost from the day use 
area due to progressive shore-
line erosion. A restroom building 
in the day use area had to be 
abandoned and removed after 
the storms of 1998-99.
