I. 
Welcome and Introductions.  Barbara O’Neill welcomed the committee members and introductions were made. 

II.
OSL Plans for Program Manager Recruitment. Jim Scheppke briefed the committee on the recruitment for a new program manager, with the position closing on November 5, 2004. It is the plan of the state library to have the position filled by the end of the year.

III
Minutes review and approval. Minutes from the March 5, 2004 meeting were reviewed. Lynda Larremore moved that the minutes be accepted, Amy Blossom seconded, unanimously approved.

IV
Newspaper RFP. Tim Hay stated that DAS received the newspaper RFP back from legal review (Esin Onart at the Justice Department) and that the committee could now review the document. Dates must be added. The committee did not yet have copies of revisions made, they will receive copies after the changes have been made.

Modifications were made. The reference to magazines was deleted. Jim Scheppke and Pam will meet with Tim Hay next week for a final discussion. Pam will wait to send the committee the RFP until all changes are made. 

Calendar discussion. Patty Sorensen will be leaving her position as the LSTA Advisory Council representative at the end of the year. She will convey information to the next representative from the LSTA Advisory Council, Carolyn Rawles-Heiser.
Lynda Larremore asked when the professional reviewers should be contacted. Barbara O’Neill wants to wait until after the RFP has been released on November 1.

Patty Sorensen asked if there would be enough time from January 24 until March 31 to review the RFP. Tim Hay stated that there should be no problem with this timeline. 

Nadine suggested putting the selection of reviewers on the calender, and change the review the date. Patty Sorensen asked if we should move the dates.

Pam Horan suggesting looking at a calendar to make sure there are no conflicts. Tim Hay felt this would be easier.

Daniel Peterson suggested that the date to close be January 14, giving flextime for evaluations. Barbara O’Neill asked Tim if this gives him enough time. Tim Hay said there should be no problem. Mandatories and desirables take the most time. SDLAC needs to put a hard date in the RFP for all online access due and operational by the closing date.

Patty Sorensen suggested moving the SDLAC review of Mandatories to February 1, and send to professional reviewers by February 7. LSTA council needs to approve a top cap by email or conference call by April 1st, 2005. OSL Board would be able to give their approval at their April meeting.

The calendar was revised to align the new deadline and meeting dates.

It was suggested that scoring for professional reviewers’ evaluations be changed, with a separate column for type of library and to sort by professional reviewers, volunteers and the committee.

Review of Section D, Mandatories and Desirables. D.1. Pam will add wording, “and national recognized newspapers such as New York Times, Washington Post and LA Times” to the product description. Section D2.10 Pam will rearrange this section and add “and nationally recognized newspapers” to the wording. D.3.1(a) deleted phrasing and reworded the point lines

V
OSL Report on library participation in EBSCO and status report. Pam Horan reported on the participation levels in the Public Libraries and Academics. Four public libraries and one Academic Library did not participate for various reasons. 

VI
By-laws sub-committee report. Discussion was held on changes in the first part of the by-laws. Mary Finnegan will make these changes and bring them to the next meeting. The by-laws were reviewed through Article 3. There is no deadline when this needs to be finished.

VII
Future Direction of Statewide Database Licensing Program. Discussion was held on where this committee goes from here, during the years when there is no RFP. Jim Scheppke stated that the program could be expanded depending on interest. Or will we just license those items only interested to Public, Academic or school libraries. The committee needs to investigate where the interest lies.

Suggestions were to license more databases, or to use BCR’s procurement process. Greg Doyle mentioned that ORBIS Cascade Alliance will be announcing a new membership program for licensing databases; it may be possible for libraries to participate through with the State Library program as lead.    

Suggestions included: Investigating encyclopedia access, other databases, or public performance licensing as Nebraska does and looking at what other states are doing.
