PWC's are fast and fun, often compared to a motorcycle on
the water. Remember to operate in a safe and responsible
manner and adhere to the boating rules, to ensure an
enjoyable experience on the water.

Required Safety Equipment
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USCG approved  Sound-producing Safety Lanyard
& properly fitted device (one per attached to
life jacket boat) operator
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USCG approved Registration and Boating
Fire Extinguisher Safety Education Cards

IMPORTANT: Avoid shallow waters to not clog your intake

Staying aware and following safety guidelines can help you
protect your PWC, all riders, and those sharing the
waterways.
