Oregon Fire Code online

The Office of State Fire Marshal (OSFM) has partnered with the International Code Council to make the Oregon Fire Code available online. The Code may be accessed either by visiting the OSFM homepage and clicking on the fire code link listed under the Current Topics heading or by directly logging on to the ICC host page at http://www2.iccsafe.org/states/oregon/07_Fire/Fire07_Frameset.htm. The Code is accessible as a read-only Adobe PDF document and may not be downloaded or printed. Also available online are the state’s residential, structural, and mechanical building codes. Multi-Hazard House 

The Office of State Fire Marshal has available a new Multi-Hazard House trailer for loan to Oregon fire departments and districts. The mobile prop is an educational aid allowing participants to learn and practice: fire prevention, fire safety, 9-1-1 calling, correct smoke alarm response, safe exiting procedures, and disaster and severe weather safety skills. The prop may also be used to demonstrate the effectiveness of a home fire sprinkler system. 2007 Legislative Session

Throughout the 2007 Legislative Session, the Office of State Fire Marshal worked closely with fire service partners to represent fire service interests by working with the Joint Fire Service Legislative Committee. Of the 50 bills tracked by the Office of State Fire Marshal, eight Senate bills and 10 House bills were signed by the governor or are enrolled with expectations they will be signed. Many bills became effective on signing such as the fire safer cigarette bill, House Bill 2163. The balance of bills become effective January 1, 2008 unless otherwise stated in the bill.
