Safer-cigarette legislation

Oregon’s fire-safer cigarette legislation, House Bill 2163 passed unanimously in the House of Representatives on February 22. Representatives Diane Rosenbaum (D-Portland) and Patti Smith (R-Corbett) carried the bill to the House floor in a gesture of bipartisan support after the House Business and Labor Committee voted a unanimous ‘do pass’ on February 14. FIPT revenue
The Office of State Fire Marshal (OSFM) with advice from the Governor’s Fire Service Policy Council, the Department of Public Safety Standards and Training (DPSST) Fire Policy Committee and fire service leaders have developed an investment package to enhance regional fire protection training, certification, leadership course development and more. Funds for the package will come from a projected $6 million ending balance in the Fire Insurance Premium Tax for the 2005-07 biennium. Included for the first time are funds for DPSST to deliver training for fire prevention professionals.

Juvenile Firesetter Intervention Coordinator Judy Okulitch provided training to Oregon Youth Authority (OYA) staff at Hillcrest Youth Correctional Facility on the Juvenile with Fire screening tool. OYA treatment staff administers the screening tool whenever a youth has been adjudicated on a fire offense or has firesetting in their history.
