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Detention Terminology

Detention Charts & Trends

Sources

Admission

An entry into a detention facility during the reporting year. A youth may have more than
one admission during the reporting year. Unduplicated admissions refers to the number of
unique youth admitted to detention during the reporting year.

Average Daily Population (ADP)

Computed by subtracting the admission time (or the first day of the reporting year,
whichever is later) from the release time (or the last day of the year, whichever is earlier)
and then dividing by the number of days in the year. It is possible that the admission
counted in ADP occurred outside of the reporting year.

Average Length of Stay

Computed by subtracting the admission time from the release time and then dividing by
the number of youth released during the reporting year. Length of stay is computed when
the youth is released from the detention facility. The admission may have occurred in a
prior reporting year.

Detention
A facility established for the detention of youths or youth offenders pursuant to judicial
commitment or order.

Juvenile Justice Information System (JJIS)
A statewide electronic case management system used by all Oregon county juvenile
departments and the Oregon Youth Authority (OYA). JJIS is maintained by OYA.

Length of Stay

Computed by subtracting the admission date from the release date. Length of stay is
calculated when the youth is released from the detention facility. The admission may have
occurred in a prior reporting year. Length of stay is one day for a youth admitted and
released on the same day.

Mandatory Minimum Sentence Law Violation (BM11)

A pre-adjudicatory admission reason that pertains to youth aged 15 to 17 who are charged
with one or more of the offenses listed in ORS 137.707. The law was based on Ballot
Measure 11 (BM11), which was passed by Oregon voters in 1994 to create mandatory
minimum sentences for certain person crimes.

Race and Ethnicity

Categories defined by the JJIS Steering Committee are based on best practices and
available data. Data are recorded by the juvenile department based on police reports and
youths’ self reporting. When the recorded ethnicity is Hispanic, the youth is categorized as
Hispanic, regardless of recorded race.

Reporting Year
The calendar year is used for the reporting period.

Notes

Detention Based Youth Care Centers:

Many county juvenile detention facilities
operate Detention Based Youth Care
Centers within their detention facilities.
Admission and length of stay statistics for
these centers are not included in this report.

Multnomah County Detention Data:

In 2004, Multnomah County began releasing
and re-admitting youth to detention when a
court order changed the reason for detention
(e.g., from hold on a screening decision to
hold at a preliminary hearing to hold at a
dispositional hearing). This allows for better
monitoring of detention utilization. As a
result, admission counts for 2004-2007 are
artificially inflated and length of stay is
artificially shortened. This data entry
practice ended with the implementation of
detention status history tracking in 2007.




Introduction to Detention Charts & Trends

Admission Type Categories
and Reasons

Juvenile detention, as part of the juvenile justice continuum, is a process that includes
the temporary and safe custody of youth whose conduct is subject to court jurisdiction
and who require a restricted environment for their own and the community’s protection.

This document contains selected charts and trends associated with published statewide
and county reports describing admissions to and releases from juvenile detention
facilities. Average Length of Stay and Average Daily Population are also included.

An admission is an entry into a detention facility during the reporting year. It is possible
for one youth to have more than one admission in the reporting year. The number of
unduplicated youth admitted to detention during the year is also reported.

Different business and data entry practices among counties can influence the
comparability of these data. For example:

¢ A youth with an 8-day detention sanction might serve the 8 days in a single custody
episode or over 4 weekends. The former will have a single admission with an 8-day
length of stay; the latter will have 4 admissions, each with a 2-day length of stay;

¢ While the reason a youth remains in detention may change from the original
admission reason, length of stay is based on the admission reason. For example,
say the original admission reason is pre-adjudicatory “probation violation,” but at the
detention hearing, the court orders the youth into an extended detention program.
The youth’s status has changed, but the original admission reason is still reflected.
Until recently, there was no way to reflect this status change in JJIS without
releasing and readmitting the youth with the new admission reason. This practice
was discouraged because it artificially inflated admissions. In 2007, a JJIS feature
was introduced that allows for tracking a detention status change; however, not all
counties have implemented this feature. Counties that had implemented the former
practice may have data that under counts the number of post-adjudication
admissions and over counts the pre-adjudicatory length of stay.

Admission Reason Categories

e Pre-Adjudicatory. Oregon law authorizes detention for youth pending legal action
when certain statutory criteria are met and there is no means less restrictive to
assure the youth’s attendance at a hearing or the youth’s behavior endangers the
physical welfare of the youth, the victim, another person, or the community. !

¢ Post-Adjudicatory. Oregon law authorizes detention after adjudication as a short term
sanction for up to 8 days or up to 30 days for authorized extended detention programs.

e Warrant & Other. Other authorized detention reasons include admissions for
warrants and waiver to adult court and could be either pre- or post-adjudicatory.

The table to the right displays how specific admission reasons are classified.
Comparing Sections of Detention Charts & Trends

Different charts and trend reports are not directly comparable because they are based
on different cohorts as follows:

e Admissions are based on admissions during the year.
e Length of Stay and Average Length of Stay are based on releases during the year.

e Average daily population is based on the portion of the youth’s custody episode that
occurred during the reporting year. Either the admission or release could occur
outside the reporting year.

' One pre-adjudicatory admission reason pertains to youth aged 15 to 17 who are charged with one
or more of the offenses listed in ORS 137.707. The law was based on Ballot Measure 11 (BM11),
which was passed by Oregon voters in 1994 to create automatic transfers to adult court and
mandatory minimum sentences for certain person crimes. These youth have long lengths of stay
while awaiting trial and use a disproportionate amount of detention capacity. These reports isolate
these admissions in some charts in order to explore the impact of these youth on detention data.
