	ORDER AND STIPULATED GENERAL JUDGEMENT OF COMMITMENT



THIS MATTER came before the Court for hearing on [date], [year], pursuant to ORS 426.701 et seq. The State of Oregon appeared by and through [County] County Deputy District Attorney [Name]. John F. Doe, the alleged mentally ill person, and his attorney [Name] appeared via video conferencing. Based upon the stipulation of the parties, and the Court having reviewed the Oregon State Hospital notes of [Doctor]. Attached and hereby incorporated by reference, the Court makes the following FINDINGS OF FACT based upon clear and convincing evidence:

(1) John F. Doe is an extremely dangerous person in that he is:

(a) At least eighteen years of age;
(b) Exhibiting symptoms or behaviors of a mental disorder substantially similar to those that preceded his [instant offense].
(c) Suffering from a mental disorder which causes him to present a serious danger to the safety of other persons by reason of an extreme risk to the safety of other persons in the foreseeable future;
(2) John F. Doe suffers from a mental disorder, to wit [details of psychiatric 

diagnosis], that is resistant to treatment;

(3) Because of the mental disorder that is resistant to treatment, John F. Doe caused [details of instant offense].

(4) At this time, John F. Doe cannot be controlled in the community cannot be controlled in the community with proper care, 



medication, supervision and treatment on conditional release.

(5) The Court has been fully advised of all drugs and other treatment known to have been administered to John F. Doe that may substantially affect his ability to prepare for, or to function effectively at, the hearing; and,

(6) John F. Doe has been advised, in writing, of these allegations, his right to a hearing, and the rights listed in ORS 426.701(2)(c).

(7) [If applicable, add no contact of victims] That John F. Doe shall not have direct, indirect or third party contact with [Names/Initials of Victims].
(8) John F. Doe, after consultation with his attorney [name], stipulates to commitment under ORS 426.701 et seq.
IT IS NOW HEREBY ORDERED AND ADJUDGED that John F. Doe be committed to the jurisdiction of the:

                         (1) Psychiatric Security Review Board for a maximum of twenty-four months, except that the commitment may be continued under the provisions of ORS 426.702;



(2) Oregon State Hospital for care, custody and treatment.
