Pursuant to ORS Chapter 758 and OAR Chapter 860 Division 036, the following water utility is hereby requesting an order from the Public Utility Commission of Oregon (PUC or Commission) for approval of an exclusive water service territory.

Section A of this application applies to a utility’s request to designate an exclusive service territory for its current service area, which the utility served adequately and exclusively on the date of application.
 
Section B of this application applies to a utility’s request to expand its currently approved exclusive service territory. ORS Chapter 758 and OAR Chapter 860 Division 036 also provide that any water utility may apply for an expanded service territory to include any adjacent unserved territory that the applicant plans to serve within six months following the date of this application.

If submitting an application for an expanded service territory, please also complete Section A with information regarding the current service territory. Where the Company’s response would be the same as that provided elsewhere in the Application, the Company may respond by referencing the question number associated with the information provided elsewhere. 

Water service territories approved by the Commission are exclusive.  A water utility or community water supply system must not provide water utility service within the approved exclusive service territory of another water utility without the express approval of the Commission.  Per ORS 758.305, a water utility may only serve customers within its approved exclusive service territory and must serve all applicants requesting service therein.  Refusal of such service is only allowed as provided in OAR 860-036-1270 (See OAR 860-036-1850).

PUC approval of a current or expanded water service territory is based upon adequate information provided by the water utility. The information in this application is required, in part, to make a determination of provision of adequate service.

Water utility means any corporation, company, individual or association of individuals, or its lessees, trustees or receivers, that owns, operates, manages or controls all or a part of any plant or equipment in this state for the production, transmission, delivery or furnishing of water, directly or indirectly to or for the public, whether or not such plant or equipment or part thereof is wholly within any town or city.  Water utility does not include a municipal corporation. 

7. Exclusive service territory means an area with boundaries established by an order of the Commission.

8. Utility service means service provided by any equipment, plant or facility for the distribution of water to users through a connected and interrelated water distribution system.

9. All applications submitted to the Commission must be filed electronically with the Commission's Filing Center.
