Modernizing Oregon E-Cycles: What Will House
[JX] Bill 3220-2 Change?

The Oregon E-Cycles Program is one of the nation'’s first product stewardship programs for electronics
recycling. Since operations began in 2009, the Program has collected over 300 million pounds of electronic
devices, preventing toxins from entering Oregon landfills and recovering precious and rare earth metals for
new electronics. Although a successful Program, Oregon E-Cycles faced potential instability in 2022 to program
services that highlighted deficiencies in the decade-old law’s structure.

HB 3220-2 proposes changes to the Program to address the instability issue, while expanding the list of
covered devices and streamlining program administration. Oregon E-Cycles will continue to require
manufacturers to fund and manage a program that collects, transports, and processes covered electronic
devices from Oregon households and other covered entities. The table below describes what will change, and
what will stay the same, under House Bill 3220-2.
