Investments

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Regulated Entities in CPP: Fuel Suppliers

 Declining, enforceable limits on greenhouse gas emissions from fossil fuels in
Oregon

— 3 natural gas utilities that supply nearly all natural gas to end users in Oregon

— Suppliers of gasoline, diesel, kerosene, and propane with emissions that meet or
exceed a threshold for inclusion

— 200,000 metric tons of carbon dioxide equivalent (MT CO2e) threshold declining to
25,000 CO2e

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Regulated Entities in CPP: Stationary Sources

» Best available emissions reductions approach for other site- specific
emissions at facilities, such as emissions from industrial processes

— Existing permitted facilities with emissions that meet or exceed a threshold of 25,000
metric tons of carbon dioxide equivalent

— New facilities expected to have emissions that meet or exceed this threshold

— Covered emissions for these sources do not include fossil fuel combustion emissions
that DEQ regulates from the fossil fuel suppliers
