Seismic upgrade work for both facilities include floor and roof framing strapping and anchoring, shear-wall bracing, roof sheathing,
roof truss / wall connections, anchoring and other structural strengthening items. Work also includes complete roof replacement for
both buildings as part of the seismic upgrade.
