SB1501 and HCP Mandate

* Directed the Board to develop a
Habitat Conservation Plan (HCP)

* In close coordination with the authors
of the Private Forest Accord
(PFA) report

» Board must submit a proposed draft
HCP to Services by December 31,
2022
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Basics of PFA HCP

* Incorporate new rules into HCP
document. Form basis for Conservation
= Measures

Private Forest Accord

Proposed Draft

* Describe and quantify benefits and
Impacts to the covered species

* Must meet regulatory requirements of
the Services (National Marine Fisheries
Service [NMFS] and US Fish and =
Wildlife Service [USFWS])

* ODF Is the applicant for
the Incidental Take Permits
(ITPS)

e The Services are the
decision makers

 WIill determine if ITPs will be
Issued ]




Programmatic HCP

* The Services issue incidental take permits
to ODF

* ODF holds the incidental take permits

 ODF administers the HCP through the
Forest Practices Act (FPA) and rules

» Landowners receive Endangered Species
Act (ESA) regulatory assurances through
compliance with FPA




Purpose of HCP

 To obtain Incidental Take Permits (ITPs)

* The ITPs will provide ESA take coverage
 For the covered aquatic species
 When implementing the covered activities
« Within the permit area
