ERDC was expanded to increase family income eligibility and lower copays. Families in 
ERDC are also able to enroll in TANF simultaneously.

Oregon's system of care
A resource for data and policy expertise (for people 0-25 years but most of the 
concerns addressed are for people 11-21 years).
Statewide system of care - System of Care Advisory Council - advises everyone on 
everything including behavioral health.
Local systems of care - is a place for resolving barriers in the system when the process 
does not work as intended, and advocating for policy and system fixes.

Inclusive Partners - program provides technical assistance and training for child care providers. (DELC)
Early childhood equity fund - program provides grants to support culturally specific kindergarten 
readiness and family support programs. (DELC)
Early Childhood Suspension & Expulsion Prevention Program - program offers early child care 
educators and providers the training coaching, consultation, and supports needed to support every 
child and reduce the use of suspension, expulsion, and other forms of exclusionary discipline. (DELC)
Early learning hubs - work to create easier systems for families to navigate that increase access to high-​
quality early care and education opportunities. (DELC)
Child Care Resource and Referral (CCR&Rs) - these entities help build the supply of high quality, 
developmentally appropriate child care services across Oregon by recruiting, supporting and retaining 
early child care educators and business owners. (DELC)
