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Did You Know?

Individuals who have Substance Use & MH
Disorders are the most vulnerable population to
develop a future Gambling Disorder.

Gambling can be a relapse trigger for alcohol and
drugs, and a stressor towards decompensation
for MH disorders.
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Impact of Gambling Disorder

Higher rates of suicidal ideation

Increased rates of unemployment

Bankruptcy

Fraud, check forgery, embezzlement, robbery

Forced home sales, foreclosures

Increased alcohol and drug abuse

Poor mental and physical health of individuals and families

Parental neglect of children — time lost to gambling, lack of resources.
