 Clarity for Procurement Purchase Authority and how the public contracting code

« Revisions to Housing Stability Council Rulemaking Role — references advisory

« General account statute clean up —removing empty account statutes, updating
program names and removes unnecessary program guidance from within
accounting statutes where they conflict with policy program statute

« Technical fixes to confirm income limits (Oregon Affordable Housing Tax Credit)
